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Abstract

The path of socialism with Chinese characteristics is a major practical achievement of the Siniciza-
tion and modernization of Marxism. It not only provides scientific theoretical guidance and practical
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pathways for realizing the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation, but also establishes the core ob-
jectives and clarifies the development direction for maintaining integrity and pursuing innovation in
the content of ideological and political education.
