Abstract

Since the introduction of journalistic professionalism in China in the 1990s, it has been rapidly
accepted by the Chinese press as its own theoretical resource and ideal pursuit. However, it must
be clarified that this “acceptance” process is also a process of adaptation and adjustment. Espe-
cially in the process of media marketization and in the process of political power’s competition
and cooperation, journalistic professionalism has become a unique Chinese discourse. And aca-
demic research is also consciously or unconsciously accepting this position as the theoretical
standpoint starting point. In recent three years, the research in this field has continued and
reached a small peak by the end of 2017.
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
