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Abstract
TV drama poster is a communication medium that integrates multiple modes such as images, col-
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ors, and text. It has the function of condensing and promoting TV drama content, attracting read-
ers’ attention, and outlining character characteristics. The process of readers reading and under-
standing non-textual information symbols in posters is essentially the decoding process of multi-
modal discourse. This study will be based on multimodal discourse theory, using Kress & Van
Leeuwen’s visual grammar as the theoretical framework, and analyze the promotional posters of
the TV drama “The Knockout” from three dimensions: reproduction meaning, interactive meaning,
and composition meaning. The aim is to explore how the promotional posters of the drama convey
the theme of the TV drama and achieve promotional effects through the interaction of different
modalities.
