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Abstract

The protection of the reading rights of rural left-behind children is an important part of promot-
ing “reading for all”. Therefore, it is important to carry out early reading promotion activities
for left-behind children. As an emerging reading method, audio reading has the advantages of di-
versified carrier presentation, vivid expression and not restricted by time and space, which is con-
ducive to promoting “reading for all” and implementing the group of left-behind children in rural
areas. This paper takes the current situation of audiobook promotion in rural areas as the starting
point, and discusses the promotion strategy of audiobooks in rural children groups from the as-
pects of establishing professional teams, providing audiobook resources, carrying out audiobook
activities and establishing rural reading spaces.
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
