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Abstract

Around the 1970s, the concept of “reflexivity” stirred certain discussion in western academia, es-
pecially in philosophy and social science, and the intrinsic multi-definition enables it in the pres-
ence across disciplines. With reflexivity in mind, and taking Bilibili Uploader “Little John Khan” as
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the object, reflexive reconstruction of meaning and identity in the cyber-space are found through
content analysis, and a new way of pan-knowledge communication is proposed.
