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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the digital intelligence wave and the in-depth development of mobile inter-
net, online micro-short dramas, as a new form of audio-visual narrative, have rapidly captured the
attention of the youth group, with college students as the main body, thanks to their intense dramatic
conflicts, immersive viewing experiences, and viral dissemination characteristics. This paper aims
to explore how online micro-short dramas can empower college students’ ideological and political
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education. By analyzing the connotation and features of micro-short dramas, sorting out their devel-
opment status and trends, and deeply analyzing the opportunities and challenges they bring to ide-
ological and political education, it ultimately proposes a three-in-one innovative integration strat-
egy of “content reconstruction, scene creation, and interaction deepening”, with the expectation of
providing theoretical references and practical paths for the innovation and development of ideo-
logical and political courses in the new era.
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
