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Abstract

As a national intangible cultural heritage that is popular along the banks of the Huai River, Haizi Opera
carries the genetic material of the local culture of the Huai River basin. In the context of digital tech-
nology reconstructing cultural dissemination, converged media communication has become a key
path to overcoming the difficulties in the transmission of Haizi Opera. This paper takes Haizi Opera
as the research subject. By analyzing its current practices in converged media communication, it re-
veals the problems in its dissemination and analyzes the causes of these problems. It proposes sys-
temic countermeasures from the perspectives of digital protection, content innovation, construction
of a dissemination matrix, and copyright management, providing theoretical reference and practical
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paths for the dynamic transmission and innovative development of local operas.
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
