research capacity, and drive industrial innovation. At present, although application-oriented uni-
versities have taken positive measures in constructing film and television professional clusters,
such as optimizing specialty setup, updating curriculum systems, strengthening faculty develop-
ment, and expanding practical teaching, they still face problems including disconnection between
specialty setup and industrial demand, imperfect curriculum systems, unreasonable faculty struc-
ture, insufficient practical teaching conditions, and inadequate depth of industry-education inte-
gration. Therefore, this paper elaborates on the specific construction paths, aiming to provide ref-
erences for the development of film and television majors in universities and cultivate more pro-
fessional talents that meet industrial needs.
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
