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Abstract

Under the background of comprehensively promoting rural revitalization, cultural revitalization
has become an important dimension of rural development. As the core carrier of Dong culture, Dong
folk stories contain rich ethnic memory and spiritual value, which need to be inherited and developed
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urgently. The development of the corresponding areas also needs brands with local cultural char-
acteristics to achieve rural revitalization. Based on this, this study takes the Dong folk stories as the
object, and on the basis of clarifying the relationship between the IP of folk stories and the conno-
tation of rural characteristic brands, systematically excavates the IP value of Dong folk stories, and
puts forward the development path covering resource integration, value digging, communication
innovation, industrial integration, differentiated development and establishment of feedback mech-
anism, so as to promote the IP of Dong folk stories and the construction of rural characteristic
brands, and provide reference for the coordinated development of culture and economy in related
areas.
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
