Abstract

Meizhou, as the core area of Hakka culture, is rich in intangible Hakka cultural heritage. The intan-
gible cultural heritage of the Hakka people has transformed from static and imperceptible ancient
traditions into perceptible physical labor texts. This also provides an attractive cultural form for
Hakka youth to deeply perceive Hakka culture. When young people who have left their hometowns
for studies or work are confronted with the materialized short videos of Hakka intangible cultural
heritage, the “leaving home” state will amplify the psychological effect of watching short videos, mak-
ing their consumption have a more three-dimensional media demand orientation. This study holds
that when the young people who left their hometowns in Meizhou watched, their cognitive needs,
emotions, social skills and self-actualization were all satisfied to a certain extent. The satisfaction
of these consumption practice experiences has contributed to the Hakka youth who have left their
hometowns’ understanding, love and identification with Hakka culture. This study also refines, ech-
oes and extends the theory itself.
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
