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Abstract

In the context of the construction of the new era’s aesthetic education system, promoting the popu-
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larization of aesthetic education for all and the prosperity of popular culture have become important
goals of public cultural services. Public welfare films, as cultural carriers with both public welfare
attributes and aesthetic education value, are the key link connecting the two. Based on the policy
orientation of the new era’s aesthetic education system and combined with the current practical
situation of public welfare films and the development of popular culture, this paper sorts out the
advantages and existing difficulties of public welfare films in empowering the development of pop-
ular culture, systematically constructs four enabling mechanisms of content supply, dissemination
and diffusion, aesthetic education immersion, and long-term guarantee, and proposes targeted op-
timization paths. The aim is to enrich the research results of the integration of aesthetic education
and popular culture in the new era, and provide theoretical references and practical guidance for
promoting the innovative development of public welfare films, improving the quality of popular
culture development, and facilitating the implementation of aesthetic education for all.
