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Abstract

With the localization of social work, national social work as an important branch of social work,
localization of the voice is also getting higher and higher, but the current development of this area
is still in its infancy, with great room for development. This paper takes the minority nationality of
Dongshan Yao nationality in Quanzhou county of Guilin city of Guangxi province as the research
object.
