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Abstract

Russian has gone through ups and downs in Uzbekistan in the past decades. During the Soviet
times, Russian was embraced in Uzbekistan and widely used. In the early days of Uzbekistan’s in-
dependence, Russian was in a cleft stick—it was neither the national language of the country nor
the inter-ethnic language.
