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Abstract

This paper, based on Conceptual Metaphor Theory proposed by Lakoff and Johnson, adopts a me-
thodical combination of quantitative analysis and qualitative analysis so as to study the concep-
tual metaphors in the American State of the Union Address 2018. Study shows that there exist four
categories of conceptual metaphors in this State of the Union Address. They are war metaphors,
family metaphors, journey metaphors and religion metaphors respectively. By studying the use of
conceptual metaphors in the American State of the Union Address 2018, it helps readers better
understand the mapping effect of metaphors as well as its purpose of use in political speech, which
will facilitate their understanding of the ruling idea for a new government of the United States.
