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Abstract

Social media has become one of important platforms for people to express their ideas and opi-
nions about entertainments, social events, and also political issues. With the spreading of power of
social media, its influence on political affairs should not be neglected. The present study investi-
gates a political talk show related to China on YouTube and its online comments, hoping to identify
language features of web comments and differences of netizens’ ideological tendencies to Main-
land China aiming at certain of Chinese topic on the Internet. By using a framework of critical dis-
course studies (CDS), the research analyzes a discursive text produced in the political talk show in
order to discover conversational strategies, ideological conflict and social power relations hidden
behind the talk. In terms of the web comments, 169 comments of the political talk show are col-
lected and then analyzed from the following perspectives, namely, language expression, emotional
reaction and ideological tendency. The research finally gets three findings. The first finding is that
power relationship between the two participants in the talk is balanced which means they try to
defend their own political-ideological stances. The next finding is that the web comment language
has three major features, which are 1) frequently using colloquial English and emoticons; 2) va-
riant sentence structures and 3) frequently using foul language. The last finding is that there are
three kinds of ideological tendencies to Mainland China, i.e., positive, vagueness, and negative.
Through this case study, the paper suggests that international social media plays an important
role in expressing netizens’ opinions and it is a good window to observe public attitudes to a spe-
cific country.

5) Liu: He will be here for promoting relations, he is in China UK and you regard UK

6) as a middle-ranking country. We do not think this way. We still believe UK is a

7) country with a global influence is one of the powerhouses, and China UK...... you

8) know have a lot of to cooperate. UK now is China’s second largest trading partner

9) within EU and China is UK second largest trading partner outside Europe and UK is

10) the largest recipient of Chinese investment so in the past three years, China’s

11) investment is booming here in UK.

12) Jon Snow: But the backdrop in China is not an easy one, a 20 percent reduction in

13) imports and of course this catastrophic fall in the stock market and was the

14) president gonna be able to say well all that’s behind us there.

15) Liu: when you look at the China’s economy, you have to focus on big picture, you

16) have to see China’s economy in the long term bill, I think fundamentally and

17) basically China economy is still sound and good. For the first half of this year, the

18) growth rate of China’s economy is 7 percent; China is still a leading country in the

19) world in terms of the growth of his economy.

20) Jon Snow: But don’t you these events had talked to us about a degree of tension

21) between the idea of a communist state and a free market economy. Can you really

22) have that marriage.

23) Liu: I don’t think you’ll put a China, the definition of China as a communist state

24) is right one. We...... China has an official name, Peoples’ Republic of China and the

25) led by the Communist Party of China, just like here in this country you’re winning

26) is a conservative party......

27) Jon Snow: but you never let...... can you let a non-communist party to run China?

28) Liu: butI...... the Communist Party provide a strong leadership and enjoying the

29) people support so people support the Communist Party as their leader to lead

30) China from poverty to prosperity, so why should we rock the boat and you just

31) look at the the past 30 years, China...... you know turning from a relatively poor

32) country into the second largest economy. It’s a miracle.

33) Jon Snow: so do you think Britain has talked too much about human rights in
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34) China? Do you think they’ve stopped talking about human rights in China?

35) Liu: I think we can talk about human rights. No county is perfect. You know I

36) think from your video clips you give the impression that once you talk about

37) human rights in China. You always talk about negative side of China, no country is
38) perfect but when you talk about human right, you have to have a comprehensive
39) view. What are the human rights you knowlI think people have right to go for a

40) better life, for better education, for better job, I think everyone would agree that
41) Chinese people live better live longer, they enjoy their life.

42) Jon Sonw: but the things which exercise people are executions and are detentions
43) and there are detentions of very large numbers of people.

44) Liu: very large people...... you talked about the hundred people, you have to

45) remember China is a population of 1.3 billion. If you......

46) Jon Snow: if I could refer them rather more than one hundred people, ambassador.
47) Liu: No, you know, I do not know how many prisoners in here in UK I...... maybe.
48) Jon Snow: well they’ve all been trial.

49) Liu: No, no, they’ve all been tried through normal legal process. You know China
50) is a country ruled by law. For those people who violate the law, they have to be

51) held accountable, so that’s a...... you know all country ruled by law have to respect
52) law. We might different with regard to how countries run but I think we are agree
53) that country should be governed by rule of law.

54) Jon Snow: Have you been to the Royal Academy to see Ai Weiwei’s art exhibition?
55) Liu: To be frank with you, he is not my taste......

56) Jon Snow: but......

57) Liu: there are so many beautiful museums here in UK but I’ve been so busy I have
58) to squeeze I’ve to...... you know, make money......

59) Jon Snow: but he is...... he is the most famous artist...... Chinese artist......

60) Liu: I don’t think so, I don’t think so.

61) Jon Snow: ...... in the world, he shows his views......

62) Liu: I think he is famous because he is a critical of Chinese government policy......
63) Jon Snow: but why you bother with him, why is he a problem?

64) Liu: why he is a problem?

65) Jon Snow: yes | mean.

66) Liu: You know...... he has a problem, you he...... he has because......

67) Jon Snow: but you have a problem with him.

68) Liu: I do not have a problem with him.

69) Jon Snow: but the Chinese state has a problem with him.

70) Liu: ah, you know...... the problem is because he was under investigation because
71) of a fraud of counting you know he has been denied to exit but now he can come

72) out and to put up his exhibition that shows how free China is.
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73) Jon Snow: Let me ask you a final question. The new labour leader Jeremy Corbyn
74) has attacked Chinese China’s free market philosophy, particularly regarding what
75) happened to the victims of the fire in Tian Jin in which a lot of firemen died and a
76) lot of workers died and he specifically blamed China’s free market for that disaster.
77) Are you disappointed in this...... apparently left-wing leader of the Labour Party?
78) Liu: In fact, to share my latest encounter with him, I just had a meeting with him 79 this afternoon.
80) Jon Snow: oh, that’s very oppo......

81) Liu: to prepare for the meetings......

82) Jon Snow: yep.

83) Liu: ...... that he is going to have with the president. We talked quite a lot. We talked
84) about the contributions they made by Labour Party to the development of China
85) UK relations and we talked about the party to party changes, the Labour Party

86) the...

87) Jon Snow: so the relation is good.

88) Liu: the Conservative Party...... relation is good. You know, this incident you are
89) talking about is a bad incident, a tragedy and the Chinese government you know
90) also to investigate this, those who are accountable, those who are held accountable
91) will be punished, will be put behind the bar. There is no mercy about it, that’s no
92) doubt about that.

93) Jon Snow: All right, thank you very very much for coming in. Thank you!
