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Abstract

This article selects the news reports related to the COVID-19 in the early stage of the world pan-
demic from China Daily, BBC and VOA as corpus. Based on the analysis of a total of 30 electronic
news, it studies how the diction reflects the timeliness, social development and media attitudes. It
is helpful for English news readers to better understand the characteristics of news and media
styles.
