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Abstract
Based on the self-constructed China’s government work reports corpus, the analysis was made on
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China’s reform from the theoretical perspective of discourse analysis with the use of corpus re-
trieval tools, such as WordSmith Tools. The discourse analysis about China’s reform was made on
four aspects, including keywords, collocates, clusters and concordances. It is investigated that
China’s government paid much attention to reform that was closely related with county building
and state development, and the reform was mainly on economic structure as well as the aspects of
polity, culture, education, etc. The great social development achievement was gained through that
China government constructed reform as its focus by discourse and stick to it for successive gov-
ernments.
