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Abstract

The recent phenomenon that host Stephen Sacks in BBC HARDtalk programme frequently inter-
rupts the guest Ronny Tong, a Hong Kong lawyer, while Ronny Tong being asked to interpret Hong
Kong's security laws, reveals the problem of unequivalent discourse power. In view of this, guided
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by conversational analysis theory, this study tries to analyze the intrusive interruptions of HARD-
talk host from the perspective of interruption type and interruption point. It finally gets the con-
clusion that Stephen Sacks mostly adopts disagreement and interrogative interruption type, and
most of Stephen Sacks’ interruption positions occur at the beginning and middle of the conversa-
tion. This obviously violates the interactive mode of the news interview and shows the ideological
bias hidden behind the host’s interruption strategy.
