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Abstract
Based on Critical Discourse Analysis and taking the report of “Funing Primary School” as data, this
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study explores the image of teachers in primary schools constructed by network media and dis-
covers discursive strategies and social context behind stigmatization in three levels: text, dis-
course practice and social practice. Results show that in the event of “Funing Normal Primary
School” strategies like titles, predicate strategy, and intertextuality are used to construct teachers’
images of brutal and moral deficiency. Stigmatization and crisis of trust on teachers are closely
related to factors such as the professional role of primary and secondary school teachers, the tra-
dition of excessive positive publicity by mainstream media and the prejudicial reporting of online
media.
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
