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Abstract

This paper chooses the descriptive adverb of “X ran” as the research object. On the basis of lin-
guistic facts, this paper applies the theory of three planes to analyze the syntax, semantics and
pragmatics of the following “X Ran” words from the perspective of synchronic. These words mainly
include “publicly, flatly, resolutely, rashly, the manner of sighing, mournful, carefree, cool, angrily,
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readily, silent, tops, proudly, suddenly awoke, quietly”. In terms of syntactic function, “X Ran” is
mainly used to modify verbs and as an adverbial in sentences. Sometimes, you can put an adverbi-
al “to” in sentences. “To” plays the role of strengthening description in the sentence. Semantically,
it has the characteristics of [narrator] [description] [specific situation meaning], and in semantic
direction, it can both signify the author and the verb predicate center. Due to the differences in
syntactic collocation and word meaning of “X Ran” descriptive adverbs, there are also differences
in pragmatic color and stylistic distribution.
