Abstract

This study aims to provide strategies in telling story of Chinese service member and enhance our
country’s voice in the global military field. First topics, contents and perspectives of Military Fea-
ture Reports from the websites of U.S. Department of Defense and Chinese Ministry of National De-
fense are compared. Then one Military Feature Report from U.S. Department of Defense and one
from Chinese Ministry of National Defense are chosen and analysis on them is conducted with ap-
praisal theory to explore how each one uses appraisal resources to create the image of service
member and persuade its reader to accept such image. The study suggests that the Chinese service
member Foreign Publicity should adopt the following strategies: report from diversified topics
and portray character from three-dimensional aspects; adjust the appraisal strategies by resort-
ing less to judgment and more to affect and enhance the positive prosody and quote more words
from the reporting character.
