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Abstract

Seminar is a kind of meeting for research, discussion, and communication on a particular topic.
With the continuous reform and development of education, teachers change the traditional way of
teaching, adopt webinar class as a form of teaching and try to give students more opportunities to
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share their thoughts. Besides, the rapid growth of the Internet and the outbreak of COVID-19 have
given rise to webinar. Based on Fairclough’s three-dimensional analysis framework, this study at-
tempts to explore the power relationship between teacher and students in webinar class from the
aspects of words, grammar and conversations. In this study, the discourse of a graduate webinar
class is analyzed. The result shows that the class is still dominated by teacher who has much more
power. This kind of power relationship is closely related with the cultural factors, social factors
and realistic factors of our country.
