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Abstract

On the basis of agreeing that ESP should exist independently, this paper systematically reviews the
literature and research findings on ESP at home and abroad, analyzes and summarizes four com-
mon methods applied in Testing Languages for Special Purposes (TLSP) or ESP assessing. The four
common methods, namely, written test, oral test, situational communication test and task-based
test, are briefly analyzed in this paper. Then, this paper probes into the future development trend
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of SPT. This study may have certain reference significance for TLSP, ESP teaching and relevant re-
search.
