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Abstract

In the complex sentences expressing the concept of reasons in Chinese, “yinwei~(subordinate
clause), suoyi~(main clause)” is the most common expression. However, there are also uses of
such complex sentences that omit or do not use the main clause. In this paper, we take the “yin-
wei-subordinate clause” to discuss the conditions of the main clause that can be omitted to ex-
press the concept of reasons. At the same time, there are other derivative uses of such subordinate
clauses. The purpose of this paper is to classify the uses of the “yinwei~" subordinate clause and to
summarize its functions.
