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Abstract

On the basis of conceptual metaphor theory proposed by Lakoff and multimodal metaphor theory
put forward by Forceville, this study selected 104 news cartoons concerning Sino-US relations, aim-
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ing to clarify mechanisms behind multimodal metaphors and the attitudes towards that held by
China’s mainstream news media. Four types of theme metaphors (including “cooperation metaphor”,
“competition metaphor”, “life metaphor” and “substance metaphor”) and three kinds of emotion me-
taphors (including positive, neutral and negative metaphors) have been detected. Of all those me-
taphors, the frequency of the “cooperation metaphor” and the positive metaphor is the highest,
indicating that China, a civilized nation, still devotes herself to promoting cooperative Sino-US re-
lations despite the current unpredictable relationships.
