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Abstract

This paper selects ten speeches on the anniversary of the founding of the party as the corpus, and
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uses Fairclough’s critical discourse analysis method to analyze the identity changes of intellectuals
after the founding of the PRC. The study found that after the founding of the PRC, the identity of
Chinese intellectuals has changed through mental workers, cadres, talents and geniuses. Intellec-
tual identity is gradually constructed in social events and discourse order. For the first time, this
study directly selects social events in political texts as a part of social practice, combines them
with discourse practice and text analysis, and provides a reference for the use of critical discourse
analysis in political texts.
