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Abstract

There are International Chinese Education majors in many colleges and universities. There are
many students in this major. Many students are trained in this major are mainly for ASEAN coun-
tries, but most students have no experience of going to ASEAN countries on the spot and have no
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personal experience of ASEAN culture, but they should carry out good training. This is a common
problem. In order to solve this problem, a questionnaire survey is carried out for students major-
ing in international Chinese education.
