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Abstract

As a motivational tendency, International Posture (IP) plays an important role in predicting moti-
vational behavior of language learners in the new century. The present study applies CiteSpace, the
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software of Scientometric Analysis, to analyze the research focus and trends of IP. The research data
came from Scopus. The result showed that: 1) The study of IP mainly concentrated on the four focal
issues of language learning motivation, willingness to communicate, teaching practice and target
language learning; 2) With the rapid development of globalization and various digital technologies,
IP will continue to be combined with motivation theory to explore the motivational tendencies of
online language learners; 3) The gradual improvement of the international status of Chinese, the
research of IP in Chinese as the target language has been developed, and more future studies could
be expected.
