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Abstract

The Guan Zi is an encyclopedia of state governance with argumentation as its main literature style.
Based on iconic rhetoric theory, this paper discusses the stylistic function and rhetorical effect of
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iconic rhetoric in the texts of Guan Zi from four aspects: sound iconicity, quantity iconicity, sym-
metrical iconicity, and metaphorical iconicity. This study shows that in Chinese classics with ar-
gumentative style: 1) sound iconicity can infuse texts with poetic aesthetic, making the language
more appealing, and helping to enhance the persuasiveness and attractiveness of the texts; 2)
quantity iconicity can be used to clarify the central argument so that the information is conveyed
more clearly and the argument is more logical; 3) the use of symmetrical iconicity can not only
maintain the formal beauty of articles, but also enhance the coherence of the article, making the
argument more rigorous and profound; 4) metaphorical iconicity can enrich language expression,
enhance linguistic appeal, and help readers understand the content of texts, so as to achieve better
argumentative effect, which, therefore, may provide references to the study of rhetoric in Chinese
classics.
