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Abstract

As an important theory in cognitive linguistics, metaphor has been taken seriously and applied
widely in academic circles, while the important role of it in shaping the personality of characters
in children’s literature has rarely been mentioned. This article takes Harry Potter and the Sorcer-
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er's Stone as an example. On the one hand, it will analyze the chapter metaphors, plot metaphors
and imagery metaphors of the novel from a macro perspective, and on the other hand, it will focus
on the noun metaphors, verb metaphors and adjective metaphors in this novel from a micro pers-
pective. Based on the analysis, this article will take the characteristics of the main characters and
secondary characters into consideration and try to find how the author uses metaphors to shape
different characters in the novel. The article also will explore the operation mechanism of meta-
phor in the process of characterization to deepen the research on the metaphorical mechanism in
children’s literature.
