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Abstract

Corpus stylistics is a burgeoning research method combining corpus linguistics and stylistics,
which unites qualitative analysis with quantitative analysis and helps to discover textual meaning
that has not been paid attention to in previous studies. With the help of the corpus retrieval soft-
ware #LancsBox v.6.0, this paper makes a stylistic analysis of Canadian writer Margaret Atwood’s
novel The Edible Woman through the retrieval of keywords and clusters, in order to reveal the way
in which feminist connotations are expressed in the work.
