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Abstract
Academic word list (AWL), gradually attracts the attention of scholars at home and abroad. This
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paper presents a statistical analysis of the academic English word lists from 1996~2022 through a
research approach combining quantitative and qualitative methods. Academic word list (AWL)
refers to the vocabularies commonly used in various disciplines, but on the one hand, because the
academic vocabulary in ESP is at a high frequency, on the other hand the vocabulary in different
disciplines has different meaning of academic vocabulary in different fields, and academic words
are usually less familiar to researchers than the specialized words in their fields, these are also
the reason why academic vocabulary is often difficult to ESP learners, in order to clarify the future
research direction of academic vocabulary, and promote the rapid development of academic vo-
cabulary research, it is necessary to summarize and reflect on the research results of academic
vocabulary at home and abroad. By exploring the publication trend of domestic and foreign word
lists, publishing countries, and research hotspots, this paper presents the development process of
domestic and foreign word lists in recent years, which plays a positive role for the future research
of this list.
