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Abstract
Appellation terms are language resources that reflect equality or power relations. In order to ex-
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plore the relationship between discourse, power and ideology, this paper sorts out the semantic
changes of the word “shaoye” in different historical stages and the corresponding social and cul-
tural background. Combined with qualitative research and quantitative researching methods, R
Studio software was used to statistically analyze the high-frequency words of the comments of a
Douyin video based on Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA). The study concluded that appellations
were a symbol of hierarchy in history. After 1945, with the abolition of feudalism, there was a ge-
neralization trend of appellations, and many appellations had lost their implicit meaning of feudal
class. And now the term “shaoye” is widely used again, reflecting people’s helplessness and ridi-
cule for the injustice of power. Thus, this article intends to inspire language users to be vigilant
and to face up to the use of language, so as to promote the construction of a benign social atmos-
phere and the advancement of social mobilization.
