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Abstract

COVID-19 outbreaks occur repeatedly, and vaccines play an important role in epidemic prevention
and control. Vaccination is largely influenced by news media reports. Like all verbal communica-
tion activities, the generation of intertextuality of news discourse is also a process of continuous
selection. Based on this, this study combines the intertextuality classification proposed by Fair-
clough and Xin Bin, analyzes the news discourse on COVID-19 vaccine promotion in Chinese media
from the perspective of adaptation theory, and analyzes the expression forms of intertextuality and
the prominent power and ideology behind the intertextuality. Provide reference for journalists,
and strengthen our news discourse communication strategies and their application ability.
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
