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Abstract

Northeast dialect is vivid, read with a strong sense of rhythm, catchy, and has a strong sense of hu-
mor and appeal. In recent years, with the popularity and spread of Northeast sketches and North-
east movies and TV dramas, some dialect words in the Northeast have begun to go out of the Northeast
to the whole country and even the world, which also proves that the Northeast dialect is clever and
has vitality, and also urges us to further study Northeast dialect and deepen the understanding and
knowledge of Northeast dialect. In the Northeast dialect, the degree adverb of “tui” often means “very”,
which is used in a high frequency in the Northeast dialect and plays an important position. This pa-
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per will use the three-plane method to analyze and study the degree adverb of “tui” in the Northeast
dialect from three aspects of semantic feature, grammar function and pragmatic function.
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
