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Abstract

With the continuous development of network, network buzzwords have been also constantly changed.
First of all, this paper takes examples from the BCC corpus as examples to study the semantic
connotation and emotional color changes of “dream-pursuer” and “labourer”, and explore their popu-
lar background and reasons for their popularity. Secondly, we explore the linguistic value of network
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buzzwords from three aspects—pragmatics, semantics and style, and prove their significance in daily
life. Finally, based on the development status of network buzzwords, this paper shows that people
should view network buzzwords rationally and objectively, neither positively nor negatively in a
one-sided way.
