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Abstract
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The words of “yi” and “ri” in the Zhangzi dialect retain a part of the middle ancient pronunciation,
but also present a similar pronunciation characteristic with Mandarin. On the basis of the investi-
gation and analysis of the ancient words of “yi” and “ri”, the paper analyzes the change reasons and
development direction from ancient times to the present, and finds that their pronunciation gradu-
ally closes to Mandarin, and it will become an unstoppable trend.
