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Abstract

Guided by Cultural Discourse Studies Theory, the article explores the discourse characteristics of Chi-
na Daily’s foreign publicity of the online Canton Fair (the 127th~131st sessions). The study shows
that the discursive subject of the Canton Fair news report is characterized by authority, professio-
nalism and diversity. The content of the report focuses on the new mode of online exhibition, and
deepens readers’ impression of the Canton Fair by citing figures and focusing on providing different
information. Canton Fair strengthens cooperation with countries along the “Belt and Road” and coun-
tries of the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement, and it also helps enterprises
in poor areas to go global. This is a reflection of the traditional Chinese culture of “harmony”, which
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also displays an international view of harmony among all nations and the moral value of kindness.
