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Abstract

This paper explores the development and evolution of the character “ke” through the analysis of
documents from different historical periods, and explores the usage of the character in different
historical development periods, revealing the phenomenon of the use of the character “ke” from
the two-syllable usage after the Qing Dynasty to the new use of independent words on the modern
Internet. A detailed analysis of the new usage of the word “co” on the Internet at this stage is car-
ried out, and it is found that the word “could” at this stage has a tendency to become a word. At the
same time, the characters that appear in Chinese and have a similar development process to the
character “ke” are analyzed and summarized.
