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Abstract

Linguistic landscape is a popular topic in the field of sociolinguistic research, focusing on language
use in public spaces and places. The development of the Internet has promoted the rapid spread of
new media platforms, and the scope of the study of linguistic landscape has expanded from physi-
cal space to online virtual space, forming an online linguistic landscape with contemporary cha-
racteristics.

From the perspective of language service, the current sit-
uation of the linguistic landscape of the official websites of the Communist Youth League of the
three selected Hebei universities is examined, and it is found that there are problems in the con-
struction of the linguistic landscape of the websites in terms of space layout, signage settings and
language patterns. Based on this, the construction strategies are targeted from multiple perspec-
tives to help the construction and communication of the new media platform of the Communist
Youth League in colleges and universities.
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
