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Abstract

Based on the global Chinese interlanguage corpus and the Chinese interlanguage corpus of Ko-
rean learners in the HSK Dynamic Composition Corpus, this paper examines the acquisition of
the prepositional objective phrase of “Cong” by Korean students at intermediate and advanced
Chinese levels. In view of the actual use of the word “Cong” the prepositional objective phrase by
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Korean students, this paper investigates the acquisition of the word “Cong” the prepositional
objective phrase by learners from two aspects of correct usage and wrong usage. It summarizes
the features and error types in the acquisition of the “cong” prepositional phrase by Korean
students, with the aim of helping improve their acquisition and practical application skills in
using this phrase.
