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Abstract

On the basis of the original meaning, “girl” has added the semantic meaning of “someone who is
famous or has some prominent characteristics due to engaging in a certain industry or being in-
fluenced by important activities”, thus forming the “X girl” construction. Based on the theory of
construction grammar, this paper explores the syntactic analysis, semantic analysis and pragmatic
value of the “X Girl” construction. The corpus for this article is sourced from Beijing Language and
Culture University’s BCC Corpus and CCL Corpus, as well as news publications and Weibo texts.
