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Abstract

Appraisal System is feasible in Eco-discourse analysis, and corpus tools provide important data for
the research on the author’s ecological thoughts. Based on Appraisal Systems, this study selects
the nature poem “Lines Written in Early Spring” written by the English romantic poet William
Wordsworth as the source material, and analyzes the attitude, engagement and graduation in it to
study Wordsworth’s ecological thoughts. It is found that the appraisal targets are mainly related to
nature and human beings, and the evaluation resources related to nature are positive, while the
resources of human beings are negative. This founding highlights the poet’s ecological conscious-
ness centered on nature, which conveys the poet’s ecological consciousness centered on nature
and has guiding significance to the construction of modern ecological civilization. This study also
shows that the use of corpus to analyze discourse overcomes the limitations of traditional litera-
ture research, and provides a new perspective for the study of this poem.
