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Abstract

“Face” is an important part of verbal communication, and many verbal behaviors are essentially
Face Threatening Acts (FTAs). Based on the theory of FTAs proposed by Penelope Brown and Ste-
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phen C. Levinson in 1987, this paper takes the lines of the TV series Ruyi’s Royal Love in the Palace
as a corpus, and discusses the FTAs that appear in the classic conflict clips, analyze the role of the
language used by the character, and reveals the role of FTAs at this time.
