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Abstract

Based on the data of Hangzhou'’s urban linguistic landscape under the Asian Games, this paper
analyzes the linguistic and image features of the linguistic landscape using relevant theories of
ecolinguistics. The linguistic features involve five dimensions: prosody, vocabulary, structure,
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pragmatics, and rhetoric. The image characteristics involve four dimensions: pattern style, text
style, layout and color. Based on these, a “linguistic landscape database” is established, clarifying
the characteristics of the language landscape in the context of the event and the specific means
taken. A questionnaire on public satisfaction is introduced to explore the relationship between
high-quality linguistic landscape and the enhancement of the city’s brand image. Based on the
above findings, this paper provides some suggestions for the study of urban linguistic landscapes
in the context of sports events.
