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Abstract

Micro-lecture is a kind of learning resource to adapt to the short video era. Based on the theo-
retical framework of social semiotics, this paper discusses the re-semiotization and meaning
construction process involved in the transformation of textbook content into micro-lecture.
The results show that field, mode and tenor make a difference in modality choice in the text-
book and micro-lecture. Compared with the textbook content, the micro-lecture uses a variety
of modalities to express the meaning, optimizing the semiotic configuration and meaning con-
struction.
