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Abstract

With the development of globalization, textbooks should reinforce the respect and inheritance of
local cultures and values while fostering students’ global perspectives. The study aims to analyze
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how national identity is reflected in domestic EFL textbooks through the discourse historical ap-
proach. The study found that national identity in EFL textbooks is presented from the following
perspectives: Chinese people’s love for the motherland, their willingness to sacrifice for the coun-
try, and their vow to defend traditional Chinese values; Chinese people’s pride in China’s ancient
history, culture, and beautiful homeland; the unity of the whole nation to tide over difficulties; and
Chinese people’s inheritance of traditional Chinese myths, festivals, and customs. The findings re-
veal China’s national identity and the mainstream ideology behind it, demonstrating the impor-
tant role of education in fostering a positive national identity among young people.
