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Abstract

The two negative words “fa?5” and “m21pa?5” in Ninghai dialect mainly modify the predicate ele-
ments, and their meanings are close to “no” and “not” in Mandarin respectively. This paper takes
the negative words “Fu” and “Wubu” of Ninghai dialect as the main object of study, describes the
two negative words from semantic and syntactic aspects, and makes a comparative analysis with
the negative words of Putonghua.
