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Abstract

Russian language and culture have a long history like Chinese language and culture, and the cul-
tural symbolism of animals in proverbs is closely related to the image characteristics of the ani-
mals themselves, as well as the ethics and morals of the two nationalities, social phenomena, folklore,
myths and stories, etc.,, which have profound educational significance. Due to the different cultural
backgrounds between Chinese and Russian nationalities, the cultural images of the same animal are
often very different. This paper explores the cultural connotations behind different nationalities
by comparing and analysing the differences in the images of the same animal in Chinese and Rus-
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sian proverbs, and understands the similarities and differences between China and Russia in terms
of their history, culture, customs and religious beliefs, which is conducive to promoting deeper un-
derstanding of Chinese and Russian cultures among scholars of the two countries, and helping Rus-
sian scholars to learn Chinese better, and is of great reference value and practical significance for
improving Chinese language teaching in Russia.
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
