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Abstract

Binzhou dialect demonstrative pronoun is a tripartite system. There are three demonstrative
pronouns in Binzhou dialect: The proximal demonstrative pronoun, the middle demonstrative
pronoun and the distal demonstrative pronoun. In this paper, the three demonstrative pronouns
“this”, “that” and “nie” are discussed together, highlighting the basic usages and syntactic functions
of “nie” in Binzhou dialect. And further discusses the usages of Binzhou dialect instruction pro-
noun “that/nie” from the perspective of grammalization.
